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STEP 3: To install Double Hutch (l) alone onto a 2, 3, 4 or 5 unit Work Surface (sold separately), assemble
Cabinets with Work Surface then carefully lift and place Hutch on top, aligning back edge as illustrated.
Attach Brackets (E) using Screws (B), Flat Washers (C), and Lock Washers (D). Firmly tighten with screw-
driver.

1. Place Hutch against wall at desired location then locate and mark a Wall Stud behind unit.

2. Corresponding to Stud location, attach one Bracket (C) into WOOD BANDING on back of Hutch

using Small Screws (A). If Screw is not driven into wood it may pull out during a tip-over.

*NOTE: HUTCH MUST BE ATTACHED WITH BRACKETS TO BASE CABINET!

3. To keep hardware out of view after installation, attach remaining Bracket (C) INTO WALL STUD
with Large Screws (B) 2 inches below Bracket attached to back of unit.

4. Move unit into place, align Brackets then connect both using Retention Belt (D).

5. Confirm Belt is securely laced and locked.
